Founding Annual General Meeting

Union of Taxation Employees, Kelowna Local 20003

December 14, 2005, 5:30pm

Interim President Sarah Redd called the meeting to order at 5:30pm.

There were a total of 34 in attendance.

Interim President, Sarah Redd welcomed all to the meeting and thanked the AGM committee: Coralie Hunt, Heather Held, Catya Cedolin, Susan Yaciw and Roseann Nanci-Carl.  Also a thank you went out to Val Sampson for her work on Cookbook as a local fundraiser.

The Interim Executive was introduced (Joy Harrison – Vice President, Susan Yaciw - Treasurer, Alex Cook – Chief Shop Steward, Carrie Moojelsky – Steward).  Special Guest Pamela Abbott was introduced.  Secretary Pro-Tem – Michele Sibson.

Adoption of Agenda – It was moved by Joy Harrison and seconded by Yvonne McCreary that the agenda be adopted as presented.  The agenda was unanimously adopted as presented.

Adoption of Local Bylaws:

Pamela Abbott took the chair.

A motion was requested to present the bylaws as a whole rather than review each bylaw individually.  This motion was moved by Sarah Redd and seconded by Joy Harrison.  Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was presented to adopt the local bylaws as presented. (information pertaining to the mover and seconder is not available)

Motion carried unanimously.

Resolution to Suspend Bylaw 14 – Bursary:
Joy Harrison took the chair

It was moved by Joy Harrison and seconded by Susan Yaciw that bylaw pertaining to the bursary be suspended until the next AGM.  This resolution was presented because we will not have the funds in time for the bursary to be paid. Furthermore, there are no funds available in the budget for a bursary this year.

There was discussion on the floor that funds could be raised throughout the next 3-6 months to support the bursary this year.

The vote was called.  The resolution was defeated, as a unanimous vote was required to suspend this bylaw.

Susan Yaciw was nominated by Evelyn Cumming, seconded by Yvonne McCreary

Sarah Redd was elected to the position of President from Dec 05 – Feb 08.


Nominations for Vice President:

Susan Yaciw was nominated by Evelyn Cumming and seconded by Joy Harrison

Alex Cook was nominated by Doug Axelson and seconded by Heather Reiter

Susan Yaciw was elected to the position of Vice President from Dec 05 – Feb 07.

Nominations for Treasurer: 

Doug Axelson was nominated by Heather Reiter and seconded by Susan Yaciw.

There being no further nominations, Doug Axelson was elected by acclamation to the position of Treasurer from Dec 05 – Feb 08.

Nominations for the positions of Steward:

Joy Harrison, Carrie Moojelsky and Sue Moser were elected by acclamation to the position of steward from Dec 05 to Feb 07.

The positions of Secretary and Chief Shop Steward were left vacant, as there were no candidates willing to stand for those offices.

Ballot Counters were Heather Held and Gary Black.

Swearing in of elected officers: Pamela Abbott swore in the newly elected officers.

Motion to destroy ballots: It was moved by Gord Starchuk and seconded by Evelyn Cumming to destroy the ballots.  Motion was passed unanimously.

Guest Speaker – Pamela Abbott:  Pamela spoke about Agency 2010 and that information on this initiative would roll out in 2006.  Talked about our business being re-focussed to what we do best…collecting taxes.  She talked about pilot projects for payment counters within client services.  This project has been put on hold at this time.  Pamela discussed the health and safety issues that may impact our client service personnel when the cashiers are unable to take cash.  She stated that the commissioner has assured that the health and safety of these staff are a priority.  She talked about Nycole Turmel, President of the P.S.A.C. reviewing the nature of all components within the P.S.A.C. and that some re-structuring may occur.  It is possible that staff from F&A could be moved to U.T.E.  Pamela congratulated the members on the formation of their new local, and the newly elected executive.

Presentation of proposed Budget/Cash flow projection:
Sarah Redd turned the chair over to the interim Treasurer, Susan Yaciw for presentation of the proposed budget/cash flow statement.

Susan Yaciw indicated that the budget proposed tonight had to be amended as a result of our failing to suspend our bylaw 14 pertaining to the bursary.  The budget for December 2005 to November 2006 was amended to read as follows:

Questions from the floor arose out of additional monies that we might receive within this fiscal year.  Susan stated that the sale of the cookbooks is happening, and the revenue from the sales wouldn’t be known.  She also stated that there might be additional funding as a result of a surplus in travel dollars given to us by National Office of U.T.E.  however they could not be accounted for in the budget.  

A specific question was posed about any monies we might be receiving from Pentiction.  It was noted that Pentiction was paying for our AGM tonight, and that there will be a proposal going to them requesting funding for the new local.  It is unknown if they will grant our request.

It was moved by Joy Harrison and seconded by Doug Axelson to accept the budget as amended.  Motion carried.
