Swearing in of Officers:  Sarah Redd swore in Susan Yaciw, Bob Murray and Joe LeVecque as executive members.

Review of previous Minutes:

February minutes were reviewed and discussed.  It was moved by Joe to accept the minutes as written, seconded by Bob.  Motion Carried.

There being no errors, the minutes stand approved.

Treasurer’s Report – Doug Axelson:  

February’s meeting was the quarterly meeting that the executive receives $10.00 towards their meals.  As Doug was absent for the February meeting the $10.00 will be provided to those who attended the March meeting instead. No objections were raised.
Doug Provided the March financial statements.

Note that the amount received for Presidents Conference of $2130 had not been deposited at the time.  The money has since been deposited reversing the net loss for February and March as shown on the current financial statements.

Doug requested approval to obtain online banking for information purposes only.  No online payments or transfers would be possible with the limited access.  Purpose is to allow Doug to access the banking info to prepare financial statements without having to wait for the Bank Statements to arrive in the mail.  No objections were raised.  It was agreed to obtain limited access online bank account access.

Bob Murray moved to accept the Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Brenda.  Motion Carried.

Convention – Sarah Redd:  

Our local will be receiving extra funding to send Doug to convention for his service in door tiling; they will pay for 3 days of wage loss for Doug.
Betty and David Quist are running for National President.  Sarah is on David’s campaign committee.  Bob Campbell is the incumbent for the National 1st VP, Linda Kiniky may run for the position.  Denis Laloncette is the encumbent for the National 2nd VP and Chris Ailward will be running against him for this position.
Sarah will post information sheets on the bulletin boards about the nominees.  Please review the information and make a “tick” on the paper to mark your preferred choice.  Sarah will vote as the local requests.

Pamela will be running as the incumbent for the Regional Vice President position, Robert is running for the alternate Regional Vice President.   Wayne Little may run for the alternate RVP position and will be running for the OHS position.

Sarah brought two motions to the floor at President’s conference.  Betty stated that the resolutions cannot be addressed at both the President’s Conference and at the Convention. The local could pay for the executive to attend or the funds can be paid by the attendees from the monies provided to them for their per diem. PSAC Health Cards:

These cards will have a cost associated with them and there is a concern that they may increase hardship with some members.  Upon the use of the card a pharmacy fee of $1 per prescription would be charged.  This would increase the members portion that they are required to pay.    Example:  If a member needed 5 prescriptions filled they would pay $5 in pharmacy fees plus the 20% of the total prescription cost.
